Media Accreditation for the 2011 People’s Assembly Election
Media Access to Electoral Committees
The High Judicial Elections Commission is committed to the transparency of Egypt’s first legislative elections after the Revolution of the 25th of January 2011.  As such, it will facilitate the accreditation of Egyptian and international public and private media to access and cover electoral committees in the upcoming elections. 

General Guidelines
· Only accredited media carrying their HJEC accreditation cards may request access to electoral committees on election days.

· Accredited media may only access electoral committees after seeking the permission of the relevant committee chairperson

· Accredited media may not interfere in the activities of the electoral committee chairperson or its members, or direct questions or comments to them.

· Accredited media may not poll, survey, or interview voters or candidate representatives within the boundaries of the electoral committee.

· Accredited media may not undertake any form of campaigning on behalf of candidates or parties within the boundaries of the electoral committee.
Photography and Videography Guidelines
· Photography and videography is permitted within the electoral committees with the permission of the chairperson of the committee
· Photography and videography may only take place for a limited period of time to be determined by the committee chairperson

· Accredited media may not remain indefinitely within the electoral committees

· Print Journalists
The Egyptian Journalists’ Syndicate will facilitate accreditation with the HJEC via a single list of accreditation requests. Request’s for accreditation should be submitted directly to the Syndicate and must include the following:

· Full Name

· Copy of the National Identification Card

· Copy of the Syndicate Membership Card

· Syndicate Registration Number
· 2 Passport-size photographs
· Letter on the official letterhead of the newspaper where the journalist is employed.

· Broadcast Media
The Egyptian Radio and Television Union (ERTU)

ERTU will facilitate accreditation with the HJEC via a single list of accreditation requests. Request’s for accreditation should be submitted directly to ERTU and must include the following:

· Full Name

· Copy of the National Identification Card

· Copy of the ERTU Card

· 2 Passport-size photographs

Private Egyptian Broadcasters
The General Authority for Investment (GAFI) will facilitate accreditation with the HJEC via a single list of approved accreditation requests. Request’s for accreditation should be submitted directly to GAFI and must include the following:

· Full Name

· Copy of the National Identification Card

· 2 Passport-size photographs

· Letter on the official letterhead of the channel where the broadcaster is employed.
International Media

The State Information Service (SIS) will facilitate accreditation with the HJEC via a single list of accreditation requests. Request’s for accreditation should be submitted directly to the Syndicate and must include the following:

· Full Name

· Copy of the SIS Press Card in the case of resident foreign journalists.

or

· Copy of the Passport information page in the case of visiting foreign journalists
· 2 Passport-size photographs

· Letter on the official letterhead of the newspaper where the broadcaster is employed.
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
