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Statement of the Supreme Council of the Armed Forces

In light of the continuing developments that are determining the fate of the nation, and as part of its continual monitoring of internal and external developments, and the decision to delegate authorities to the Vice-President, and in light of the our commitment to our patriotic duty to preserve the stability and safety of the nation, the Council has decided to:

First: Guarantee the implementation of the following measures

· Lifting the state of emergency once the current situation ends

· Adjudicating electoral challenges, and the resulting procedures

· Introducing necessary legislative amendments, and the holding of free and fair presidential elections under the agreed constitutional amendments

Second: Commit the Armed Forces to protecting the legitimate demands of the people, and to working to their achievement by monitoring the implementation of these procedures according to a specific timetable in order to ensure a peaceful transfer of authority and the achievement of the democratic and free society that the people demand.

Third: The Armed Forces affirm that they will not pursue the honorable persons who rejected corruption, and demanded reform, and warn against any attempt to damage the safety of the nation and the people. They also affirm the need for work to continue at the agencies of the state, and for the restoration of normalcy in order to preserve the interests and properties of our great nation.

May God protect the nation and the people.
